Everyone leaving site also need to be scanned as "leaving" site. This will allow emergency 
services to identify who is on site at any point in time. 
 
Motion: That wearing wristbands be a condition of entry to Easter Confest 2019. 
Wristbands need to be individually coded and identifiable and linked to tickets during 
entry. Everyone leaving site also need to be scanned as "leaving" site and the front gate 
procedure allows a list of those on site be available for inspection be emergency services 
  
The following was offered by various facilitators on benefits of wristbands and safety 
measures 

 Directors. Risk mitigation strategy.   It would be deemed negligent to deviate 
from industry best practise of an access control measure.  

 Hub Crew. To identify volunteers who are allowed to eat at the Hub.   

 Bike Crew. Their model is to identify 24 hour volunteers by wristbands to reward the 
community minded people who need bikes.  

 Rangers. In response to a fire lit by local lads who had intruded the site and lit the 
Aboriginal ceremonial fire, they were identified immediately of not having bought a 
ticket because they didn’t have a wristband on.   

  Fire Suppression In response to a fire lit by local lads who lit the Aboriginal fire.  They 
were able to attend to the fire knowing that those men were being dealt with by the 
Rangers.
